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[Abstract]

 Local residents derive their satisfaction not only from the services or goods they consumed, but also from the social interactions with their friends, neighbors and other people in local communities. The latter type of satisfaction can be seen as the social leisure emanating from the social-actualization processes in which they can share the common goals with colleagues and be motivated to attain them. In this paper, we stress the significance of the social leisure as the major sources of satisfaction of the people in marginal areas. We also present an analytical scheme to investigate the voluntary provision of social leisure in periphery and an econometric model to measure the welfare levels of local residents. A case study is carried out using the proposed model. From the result of the analysis, the new roles of social leisure for vitalization of marginal depopulated areas are discussed.
