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The rural peripheral area is relative differentiated within the “new” Europe (Pinder 1998) and it both between several states of Europe (Labrianidis 2006) and inside European states. This regional differentiation of rural areas is presented on the example of Czechia as the “new” state of European Union and first of all on human and social capital which is one of the deciding factors of this differentiation. 

For example the human capital was analysed on the share of inhabitant with university education which demonstrated on the expressive backwardness of Czech rural space behind the cities and also behind the average of Czechia (8.9 % inhabitants with the university education). During the study of this value presented extremely low rates of the population with the university education in the re-settled Sudeten areas of Czech borderlands. The positive situation of this phenomenon can we find under the elite if you like under the mayors of rural municipalities which shows the value around 25 per cent. 

The results of analyse of rural space in Czechia will issue all above from the extensive research (projects WD-01-07-1 and 403/07/0743) in the Czech municipalities with less than 3000 inhabitants. It is resulted from the preliminary values that the rural space shows in contrast to substandard human capital the relative good develop social capital. Nearly every municipality files the organizations concerned each of which dominate fire department or sports and farming clubs. The worse situation represents with regard to social capital the cooperation between the neighbouring municipalities within micro-regions and also within establishment of cooperation with partner cities.
