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Abstract ：
Before a decade, a solitary death problem occurred from the emergency residence on Kobe earthquake disaster in a specific situation with poor social network in Japan. An individual is exposed to a risk of being isolated in the community. This paper focuses on the lone risk from the point of view at social network. In order to prevent and improve the state where an individual is alone, it is important to care the risky person. A Diary survey can be investigated on the types of daily activity, the partner of communication and the individual characteristics in detail. This paper proposes a method to score the individual lone risk incorporating his/her daily act and the communication character using a diary data. It predicts an individual score of lone risk respectively, in order to select the priority to care an individual exposed lone risk. This method is applied to Nichinan2002 diary data from a rural area in Japan, considering the practical usefulness. Finally, an implication of rural care policy and further comments are mentioned.
